	Aim 

The Control of Asbestos at Work Regulations 2012 makes it a legal requirement that employees who are liable to come into contact with asbestos or those who accidentally disturb it must have received asbestos awareness training.

Asbestos still kills around 5000 workers each year 
Around 20 tradesmen die each week as a result of past exposure 
Asbestos can be present today in any building built or refurbished before the year 2000.

The aim of this training is to provide those who either come into contact with asbestos containing materials, or those who manage or supervise workers, the necessary information about; 

· Where ACM’s may be located
· The associated health risks
· The control measures required to prevent or control exposure

3. Identify ill health effects including the increased risks to smokers
